
Made in extremely small quantities, the Land Series
wines seek to highlight the very best from each of the
unique subregions within our family of vineyards. This
Pinot Noir is a refection of the unique terroir of our
Waitaki site.

Fresh red berry fruits aromas combine with a distinctive
dried herb nose, with layers of pot pourri and spice.
Chalky tannins and lively acidity entwine around a core
of vibrant red fruits.

This is a fresh and aromatic wine of elegance and poise.

Vintage
The 2022 growing season was heavily influenced by the
La Nina weather pattern, with a cool, overcast growing
season and long warm Autumn. 

Vineyard
The Waitaki vineyard is home to this Pinot Noir. Alluvial
soils interspersed with limestone layers create wines
with tension and a distinctive chalky mid palate.

Varietal
100% Pinot Noir, Clones Abel, 115, 114, 5, 667
and 777.

Winemaking
Hand harvested fruit was fully destemmed and
fermented in small batches with daily plunging
to extract the fine grained tannins typical of the
region. A short period of post fermentation
maceration was followed by pressing and
maturation in new and seasoned French oak for
14 months.
